Identification Card Procedure

PURPOSE

Firefighter Mobilization (FFM) ID cards are beirgsued primarily for scene
accountability and identification. This ID carcdpedure is not an attempt to credential
firefighters but to validate they are registerethiFM. This card is not to be used
during day-to-day fire department operations; tbive used during FFM activations
only.

CRITERIA

1. FFM ID cards will be created for all personnel stgied in the FFM database
(SEMS). This will be accomplished by the StateMitarshal’s Office.

2. The ID cards will be issued to the department chidfis designee.

3. The ID cards should not be issued to the individiwatighter, but instead kept on
file at the department or station level. At tinfeaotivation, tasked personnel
should report to their respective station or departt to receive their ID cards for
that deployment and return them when the assignimeampleted.

4. New ID cards will not be made each time a firefeght training is updated in
SEMS. Updating the cards to reflect changes iR, rpasition or training will
occur no less than annually.

5. The ID card will be valid as long as the firefightemains employed by the
registering fire department. When this status gkanthe card is no longer valid
and should be returned to the State Fire Marsbé#ice.

6. If a newly registered firefighter is tasked durigM activation and no ID card
has been made, he will be allowed to participaterghis name is listed on the
official FFM tasking sheet.
